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Privacy Notice (How we use workforce information)

Springcroft Primary School collects and uses pupil information in a number of ways. This document
sets out what information we collect, and how we use it in our organisation.

The categories of school information that we process

These include:

e personal information (such as name, employee or teacher number, national insurance
number, payroll information)

characteristics information (such as gender, age, ethnic group)

contract information (such as start date, hours worked, post, roles and salary information)
work absence information (such as number of absences and reasons/ medical information)
qualifications (and, where relevant, subjects taught)

Why we collect and use workforce information

Springcroft Primary School holds the legal right to collect and use personal data relating to our
workforce, and we may also receive information regarding them from their previous employer.

We use workforce data to:

a) enable the development of a comprehensive picture of the workforce and how it is deployed
b) inform the development of recruitment and retention policies

c) enable individuals to be paid

d) improving the management of workforce data across the sector

e) allowing better financial modelling and planning

f) enabling ethnicity and disability monitoring

Under the UK General Data Protection Regulation (UK GDPR), the legal basis / bases we rely on
for processing personal information for general purposes are for the purposes named above in
accordance with the legal basis of legal obligation

In addition, concerning any special category data (UK GDPR - Article 9):

Explicit consent

Vital interests

Not-for-profit bodies

Made public by the data subject

Legal claims or judicial acts

Reasons of substantial public interest (with a basis in law)
Health or social care (with a basis in law)

Archiving, research and statistics (with a basis in law)

Collecting workforce information

We collect personal information via staff contract forms and DBS checking.

Workforce data is essential for the school’s / local authority’s operational use. Whilst the majority of
personal information you provide to us is mandatory, some of it is requested on a voluntary basis. In
order to comply with UK GDPR, we will inform you at the point of collection, whether you are
required to provide certain information to us or if you have a choice in this.

Storing workforce information

We hold data securely for the set amount of time shown in our data retention schedule. Workforce is
held for 5 years after the end of term served. Paper copies are stored in a locked cabinet in the
school office or electronically archived in SIMs for 5 years.

Who we share workforce information with

We routinely share this information with:

e our local authority (where applicable)
e the Department for Education (DfE)
o SIMs

Why we share school workforce information

We do not share information about our workforce members with anyone without consent unless the
law and our policies allow us to do so.

Local authority

We are required to share information about our workforce members with our local authority (LA)
under section 5 of the Education (Supply of Information about the School Workforce) (England)
Regulations 2007 and amendments.

Department for Education (DfE)

The Department for Education (DfE) collects personal data from educational settings and local
authorities via various statutory data collections. We are required to share information about our
children and young people with the Department for Education (DfE) for the purpose of those data
collections, under:

We are required to share information about our school employees with the Department for
Education (DfE) under section 5 of the Education (Supply of Information about the School
Workforce) (England) Regulations 2007 and amendments.

All data is transferred securely and held by the Department for Education (DfE) under a combination
of software and hardware controls which meet the current government security policy framework.

You also have the following rights:

o the right to be informed about the collection and use of your personal data — this is called
right to be informed’.

o the right to ask us for copies of personal information we have about you — this is called ’right
of access’, this is also known as a subject access request, data subject access request or
right of access request.

o the right to ask us to change any information you think is not accurate or complete — this is
called ‘right to rectification’.

o the right to ask us to delete your personal information — this is called ‘right to erasure’

o the right to ask us to stop using your information — this is called ‘right to restriction of
processing’.

o the ‘right to object to processing’ of your information, in certain circumstances

e rights in relation to automated decision making and profiling.

o the right to withdraw consent at any time (where relevant).

o the right to complain to the Information Commissioner if you feel we have not used your
information in the right way.

There are legitimate reasons why we may refuse your information rights request, which depends on
why we are processing it. For example, some rights will not apply:
e right to erasure does not apply when the lawful basis for processing is legal obligation or
public task.
e right to portability does not apply when the lawful basis for processing is legal obligation, vital
interests, public task or legitimate interests.
e right to object does not apply when the lawful basis for processing is contract, legal
obligation or vital interests. And if the lawful basis is consent, you don’t haven’t the right to
object, but you have the right to withdraw consent.

If you have a concern about the way we are collecting or using your personal data, you should raise
your concern with us in the first instance or directly to the Information Commissioner’s Office at raise
a concern with ICO
